
 

 

 
REQUIRED INFORMATION FOR TEMPORARY IMPORT OF FIREARMS 

 
There are however some issues that we need to make you aware of so 
PLEASE have all of the below completed. 
 
It is critical that you have ALL the below mentioned documentation with you 
upon your arrival at the airport in South Africa. 
 

1. Completed application form for Temporary Import or Export Permit 
(SAPS 520), 8 pages in total. 

 
Pls note when completing the form: 
- page 2 of 8; section D item 5, indicate with an X ! 
- page 6 of 8; section J, only sign when you are in front of 

the police officer at the airport ! 
 
Pls DO NOT fill in the following sections / items: 
- page 1 of 8 (only for official use by police station) 
- page 2 and 3 of 8; section E item 26 - 35 
- page 3 and 4 of 8; section F item 14 - 33 
- page 4 and 5 of 8; section H item 1 – 10 
- page 6 of 8; section K item 1 – 7.3 
- page 6 and 7 of 8; section L item 1 – 15 
- page 7 of 8; section M item 1 – 6 
- page 8 of 8; section N item 1 – 4 
- page 8 of 8; section O item 1 – 8 
 
2. Copy of your passport.  
3. Your return air tickets.  
4. Your letter of invitation from Paul Stones Safaris Africa.  
5. Proof of ownership of guns. ( US citizens must get a US Custom 

Declaration Form 4457 officially stamped with the guns numbers on it) 
6. Bring only ONE rifle of the same caliber. In other words, you CANNOT  

bring two 375’s on your name. So if you had two 375’s and you wanted 
to bring one for a friend to use, you CANNOT do this! 

 
Pls note: 
NO automatic rifles 
NO handguns 
NO semi automatics of any description without prior 
permission 
 
 
Please supply Paul Stones Safaris Africa with passport number, full name, 
residential address, firearm calibers of each hunter, serial number of each fire 
arm and the amount of ammunition that you are bringing. 
 
Upon receipt of this PSSA will follow up with your letter of invitation
